I. Recommendation

The City of Chicago has submitted an application for $120,000,000 in federal grant funds for the
SmartChicago Broadband Initiative under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act to
increase broadband access in underserved areas of the City, including approximately 100
Chicago Park District facilities. It is recommended that the Board of Commissioners of the
Chicago Park District authorize the General Superintendent or his designee to enter into an
intergovernmental agreement with the City of Chicago to contribute $1,500,000 over the three
years of the grant to support local match requirements. A portion of the Park District’s
contribution would be financed by TIF funds.

V. Explanation

The City of Chicago has submitted an application for $120,000,000 in federal grant funds under
the Broadband Technology Opportunities Program (“BTOP”) administered by the National
Telecommunications and Information Administration (“NTIA”) and funded under the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act. The purpose of the grant is to increase broadband access in
underserved areas of the City, including approximately 100 Chicago Park District facilities. The
grant requires a 20% local match.

To take advantage of this opportunity, the City of Chicago has created the SmartChicago
Broadband Expansion Project (“SmartChicago™) to build and operate a new fiber-optic network
to reach almost 500 community anchor institutions, more than 4,400 businesses and a pilot group
of more than 20,000 residential homes, including two underserved pilot areas in Auburn
Gresham/Englewood and Humboldt Park. SmartChicago will also include the development of
awareness and education programs to increase broadband adoption.

Benefits of SmartChicago for the Park District include improving multimedia recreation and
educational programming, conference and event amenities, safety and emergency capabilities
and administrative and technical improvements.

The City will be responsible for construction of the network and for creating a new not-for-profit
corporation called SmartChicago Communications (“SCC”) to manage and operate the network,
and oversee its expansion. The Park District, along with the other partner agencies and the City,
will provide funding to construct the network and support operations of SCC.

The State of Illinois, Cook County, the City and its sister agencies will collectively contribute
over $30,000,000 toward construction, management, and operation of the network. It is
proposed that the District will contribute a total of $1,500,000 to the project over the three year
grant term. That contribution will consist of $1,000,000 in construction matching funds and
$500,000 to support initial operations of the SCC.

The Park District’s contribution by year would be $328,727 in 2010, $809,636 in 2011, and
$361,673 in 2012.

The proposal has been reviewed by the Director of Information Technology and found to be
reasonable.
